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Selection Criteria

The historic development and lifestyle
of the Town of Truro: This is secondary,
but will be considered.

Medium: The goal is to balance the art
collection to include a variety of media.
Therefore, Selection Committee members
are asked to be acquainted with, and to
consider previous submissions, when
choosing a new addition to the collection.
