Deputy Mayor T. Chisholm inquired if the Police and Fire Services have an adequate supply of personal
protective equipment (PPE). Police Chief D. MacNeil and Fire Chief B. Currie indicated currently their
supply is fine, however, that could change in the coming weeks.

Councillor W. Talbot asked what residents are to do with their recyclables since pick-up is not being done
at this time. CAO M. Dolter advised that the County is awaiting an answer from the Minister of
Environment to temporarily landfill recyclables while the recycling facility is closed.

Councillor W. Talbot also asked about assistance for the homeless shelter. Mayor B. Mills advised a letter
from the Town has been submitted in support of the shelter’s application to the federal government for

assistance during the pandemic.

In relation to the Emergency Measures Act, Councillor Talbot asked the Police Chief about enforcement,
in which Police Chief D. MacNeil indicated so far, seven (7) SOT’s have been issued.
