A regular Public Meeting of Truro Town Council took place on Monday, April 12%, 2021 at 1:00 p.m. in
Council Chambers with Senior Staff joining virtually via Zoom.

Councillor C. Hinton inquired about leaf pickup and if it was possible to do so outside of the typical
