Request for Decision: Nova Scotia Native Women's Association

approved: In supporting reconciliation and furthering the treaty relationship that our ancestors
established in the 1700’s, the Town of Truro supports the Nova Scotia Native Women'’s
Association and the creation of the Resiliency Centre in Millbrook, Nova Scotia. The Town of Truro
recognizes this Centre as being a vital space to address the Calls to Justice from the Missing and
Murdered Indigenous Women and Girls Inquiry, and the important role holistic programming has
in healing Indigenous communities and ensuring success and wellbeing. Motion carried.

Request for Decision: 74 Lorne Street, Development Agreement Extension
